Complete and submit application at least 30 days prior to need for fund disbursement.

Funding will be awarded based on availability; all applicants meeting the eligibility requirements will receive funds on a first come, 

first serve basis.  All funds will be distributed directly to the church sponsoring the mission trip.  Awards are limited to $150 per 

recipient per mission trip.

Recipients of Run for God funding will be notified within 2 weeks of application.

Application must include a short essay (minimum 100 words) stating personal outlook for mission trip.
